Crafts & Culture

[bookmark: _GoBack]This Itinerary follows sections of both the Central & South Sperrins Scenic Driving Routes
An Creagan Visitor Centre (A505 between Omagh & Cookstown)
Nestled in the ancient landscape of the Sperrin Foothills the An Creagan is designed to reflect the archaeological sites found in the region. The Centre has a beautiful restaurant serving homemade scones, tray bakes, tea/coffee and lunches. There is a Craft Shop packed full of delightful handmade craft and gifts including pottery, jewellery, cards and turf craft. There is a free Museum with an interactive exhibition to include audio visual and interpretative displays to uncover the fascinating unique landscape which is dominated by bog land. You will also have the opportunity to see some of the artefacts that where uncovered from one of the many ancient archaeology sites close to the An Reagan as well as finding out about some old traditions and cultures of bygone times. There are also several way marked trails and Walks of various lengths to be enjoyed.

The Nally Heritage Centre (Quarry Road Carrickmore)
Located just outside the village of Carrickmore on the grounds of Naomh Colm Cille GAA Club this Heritage Centre tells of the social, economic, political and sporting history of the area enhanced with artefacts which span from historic times to the modern day.  There are currently Exhibitions on P.W McNally, ‘Social Life of the People’, ‘Townlands of Termonmaguirick’ as well as details on 2  Irish Political giants, Joseph McGarrity and Dr Patrick McCarton, who were both natives of the Termonmaguirck Parish. These exhibitions are changed on a regular basis.

The Abingdon Collection (Gortnagarn Road Omagh)
The Abingdon Collection represents over 45 years of passionate collecting and is divided into 2 very distinct areas of interest:   The first part concentrates on World War II and represents one of the largest collections in private ownership, with over 2,500 items on permanent display.  The second part of the Collection focuses on the owners interest in Classic Vehicles and is complemented by over 500 die cast model cars, photographs and automobilia; it also includes Harley Davidson, Triumph, and Kawasaki Motorcycles. If you lived through the 50’s 60’s and 70’s or just like “Big Boys’ Toys” then there is definitely something here for you.

Lunch at The Strule Café @ The Ulster American Folk Park. 
This is 1 of 2 family run Strule Café’s, with the other one being located at the Strule Arts Centre in Omagh town. The Strule Café @ The Ulster American Folk Park caters for large groups and coach parties. Contact details 028 8224 3292, then press button 5.
Michelle Butler Ceramics (B46 Gortin Road)
Based at the foothills of the Sperrin Mountains Michelle Butler Ceramics create a unique range of hand-crafted items from large pots to jewelry.  Visit Michelle’s studio where you can learn the skill of how to design and make your own ceramic piece, under Michelle’s award winning tuition, or just get creative painting a piece that has already been created. Michelle has a beautiful log cabin coffee shop and Gift shop area that stocks products form other local craft producers.

Gortin Glen Forest Park (B46 Gortin Road)
Gortin Glen Forest Park is situated about 6 miles from Omagh at the western gateway to the Sperrin Mountains. The Park first opened in 1967 and embraces some 1534 hectares of ground.  The forest has stunning views, picnic area and public toilets. There is also a nature reserve for Japanese Sikka Deer, several way marked trails of various lengths and difficulty as well as a 5 mile scenic drive that takes in some of the best vistas of the Sperrin Mountains.
